The data of this study included 58 patients who received total hip arthroplasty in our hospital from May 2022 to June 2022 for various reasons. The patients were divided into routine rehabilitation treatment group (Group A) and lower limb rehabilitation system group (Group B) with 29 patients in each group by using random number table. Both groups of patients received routine rehabilitation treatment. The lower limb rehabilitation system group (Group B) added exercises of the lower limb rehabilitation system on the basis of routine rehabilitation treatment. All patients were operated by the same group of doctors using the same surgical method, and rehabilitation was performed by the same group of experienced rehabilitation therapists. The lower limb rehabilitation system was used to collect data on the percentage of time supported by one foot, stride frequency, maximum walking speed and other indicators.
